Along with efforts to strengthen joint/interagency
collaboration, reusability, interoperability, and cohesive training
capability/infrastructure, AFAMS is also Lead Agent for identifying,
prioritizing, tracking, and advocating for enterprise-level operational
training requirements, data’knowledge management, and modeling and
simulation technical standards.
